i.e. instructions to the computer.

1. Login to your gul2 account

To connect to your central computer account use a terminal or terminal-emulator (on a PC or workstation) and type telnet gul2.bim.gantep.edu.tr or connect gul2 example:

connect gul2

gul2 login: ab123456
(replace ab123456 with your username)

password: applepie

(replace applepie with your password)

gul2 ab123456 $

the $ symbol is the command prompt waiting for an instruction.

2. Create a new Fortran program:

$ edit myprogram.f
      READ *,A

      READ *,B

      C = A + B

      PRINT *,C

      END

The command edit opens the file editor, then fortran instructions are typed (Fortran 77 statements begin in column 7; type 6 spaces). Pressing keys Ctrl and X together saves the file and quits the editor.

3. Compile the program

$ fortran myprogram.f 

The command fortran compiles the source program into an executable program.
4. Execute the program

$ run myprogram
4.6 enter
3.7 enter
  8.300000 
The command run executes the compiled program, value A is input from the keyboard, value B is input from the keyboard, and finally the result C = A + B is output to the display.
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
